Alarm Input: Join the grounding ends of the sensor and the camera
and then connect the signal cable of the sensor to the alarm input
port of the camera.

Alarm Output: Loosen the screws in the alarm output port. Then
insert the signal wires of the alarm output devices into the port of
NO and COM separately. Finally tighten the screws. Some of the

external alarm output devices need the power supply.

(D Loosen the nut from the main element.
(@ Run the network cable (without RJ 45 connector) through the

both elements.

4 Installation

Before start, please make sure that the wall or ceiling is strong
enough to withstand 3 times the weight of the camera. Please install
and use the camera in the dry environment. You'd better install back
the lower dome less than 4 hours after removing it. The mounting
steps are as follows:

@ Loosen the screws to open the lower dome and then loosen the
lock screw to remove the mounting base.

@ Attach the drill template to the place where you want to fix the camera
and then drill 4 screw holes and 1 cable hole (if you want to route the

cables through the mounting base) according to the drill template.
